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Quick action saves Library from intruders

It was a dark and not too stormy Thursday nightwasls
quiet and peaceful in the ACC Library.

The peace and tranquility was broken by a startlisgov-
ery by Library student assistant Simon Maghakyamo8

stumbled onto a gang of invaders on the lower lefiéhe

Library.

“There were a lot of them,” Simon shud-
ders as he recalls the incident.

It was a flagrant security breach. In the
aftermath of September 11, when nerves
are still frayed and society is living on the
edge of uncertainty, quick action had to be
taken.

Library holdings

Our library collections consist of various mategialich as
books, periodicals, CD’s, and DVD's. Here is a rdup of
these different collections.

Books:

We added 1,209 print books to our collection, fores total
of 48,171, an increase of 2.6 percent. We aremstila par-
ticularly large library in terms of total collectioOur elec-
tronic book collection (available on www.NetLibracgm) is
up to 7,402, up 0.9 percent. Just as with our datdy our
electronic book collection can be accessed fromehddur
print periodical collection continues to shrinkitdd, from
218 journals, magazines, and newspapers to 20&;raake
of four percent. Our online databases more tharermakfor
the loss of hard copy periodicals, with accessitoadible

numbers of articles from our Library home page.

Audio/Visual:

The alv collection held by the Library and Median@e
has gotten slightly smaller and continues to changé
videotapes being replaced by DVD’s. Our audio/Misua
collection now stands at 1,482, a decrease of &.&ept.

Circulation and Usage

The Learning Resource Center is far from beinghart i
warehouse of materials—it is a dynamic hub of atgtj\of
people doing things, using the collections andisesv
That's what these next set of figures show—how, tjtaan
tively, patrons use our facilities and servicegrefrom
home.

—Print books showed a small change downward from
14,684 checkouts to 14,097.

—Periodicals used in the Library also showed a
decrease, 490 to 401.

—The Library’s online databases showed a strong
gain of usage this last year, from 45,967 to 76,640
searches—up 66.8 percent.

—Interlibrary loan—requests for books and articles
from other libraries—grew by 26 percent, 1,000
to 1,262. But the number of items borrowed fell
28 percent, 137 to 99; and the number of items
lent fell slightly, from 675 to 642.

—Reference questions received by staff members
dropped by a large amount, 29.7 percent, 6,924 to
4,869.

—The number of library instruction research classes
fell from 152 to 135, 11.2 percent.

—Study room usage declined 10.9 percent, 3,481 to
3,102.

—Tape/DVD usage in the Media Center saw a hefty
54 percent increase, from 1,030 to 1,586.

—Media Center equipment usage dropped a slight 5.6
percent, from 4,390 to 4,143.

In the last four years, our Library pa-
trons have failed to return 172 items.
Gone from the collection are books

Why does it matter? We are a rela-
tively small Library. Because of
budget and space constraints, we
rarely purchase multiple copies of a single bodR, @r
DVD. Therefore, when our one and only copy is ta&nd
not returned, everyone in the ACC community lo$éssth
books and GED study guides are two subject areasavh
items are frequently not returned.

With our limited materials budget, this means foatls that
could be spent on recently published books, vakigd!
search material, or educational DVD'’s are instesetiuo
replace material that someone “borrowed” but neger
turned. And according to Webster’s definition, @aa no
longer use the term borrow when the “somethingiaser
returned.

One of the coolest things about Aquabrowser istitking
visual presence after you start a search. On thsitle of
the screen a graphical “word cloud,” or “constiidia of
words,” appears with different words suspended &s i
space, waiting for your perusal. The words arercotmled
to help you pick out the right ones for your search

You may wonder how the name “AquaBrowser” came
about. Here’s how it is explained by the AquaBrawse
developers:
