
Dear ACC Student, 

Each year, ACC awards over 50 privately funded scholarships from the community. Scholarship awards range from $200 - $2000.  
There are scholarships for incoming and returning students, as well as transfer students. Scholarship amounts are approximate 
and depend on fund availability. 

The purpose of  this Scholarship Information Guide is to acquaint you with the various scholarships that are offered through our 
Financial Aid Of�ce. A brief  description is given of  each scholarship. Depending on the availability of  funds, some scholarships 
listed in this guide may not be awarded on an annual basis. New scholarships may also become available during the award year.

GETTING STARTED
The scholarship application deadline is May 1. You must apply for admission to Arapahoe Community College before you 
apply for scholarships. Some scholarships may require additional information that must be submitted with the application. 
Incomplete or late applications can delay consideration of  your application and may cause you to miss the application deadline.

WRITING A FIRST-CLASS SCHOLARSHIP ESSAY
	 1)	� If  you are applying for several scholarships, remember that one essay may not work for all of  them. 

Scholarships may have different requirements.
	 2)	� Read and follow directions closely.
	 3)	� Make sure you �t the scholarship criteria.
	 4)	� Write an outline �rst.
	 5)	� Give concrete examples.
	 6)	� Include all community service activities in which you have participated.
	 7)	� Be speci�c.
	 8)	� Give yourself  time to revise.
	 9)	� Proofread your essay thoroughly. Don�t rely on spell check.
	 10)	� Make sure your essay is typed.

TIPS FOR FINDING PRIVATE SCHOLARSHIPS
Good places to look: Online scholarship search engines, the ACC Financial Aid Of�ce, high school guidance 
counselors, academic departments, employers (yours and your parents), community organizations and local businesses.

Avoid search 
engines that charge fees. Seeking �nancial assistance to help pay for college should be offered at no cost.

What to look for in a private scholarship: Make sure you �t the criteria, be aware of  dates and deadlines and 
pay close attention to requirements.

Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be in the Accounting program, a Colorado 
resident, have completed ACC 121 and 122 with a grade of  B 
or higher and should be actively involved in community service 
such as Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA). 
Additional Requirements: Submit a detailed essay describing 
your accounting career goals and your community service involvement. 

ACC General Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must have a 3.0 GPA or higher and demonstrate �nancial 
need by completing the FAFSA.  
Additional Requirements: Submit a detailed essay describing 
�Why you chose to go to ACC and what you like best about the College.�

ACC Writers StUdio Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be enrolled in the Associate of  Arts degree with a 
Creative Writing Course of  Study, have already completed Intro 
to Creative Writing (ENG 221), be enrolled full time and have a 
3.0 GPA or higher. 
Additional Requirements: Must submit an essay (500 word 
minimum) describing how this scholarship will assist you with your 
personal or professional goals. In addition, you must submit a portfolio 
(�ve-page minimum) of  creative work which may include: short stories, 
collection of  poems, �ction, non-�ction, play script, screen writing script.

Amount: Variable 
Criteria: Must be in the Marketing program or any other 
business-related course of  study. 
Additional Requirements: Contact Cathie Deegan at 
cathiedeegan@aol.com for application, deadlines and other 
required materials.

Art FacUlty Scholarship
Amount: Variable 
Criteria: Must be in the Art program, plan to pursue art as a 
profession, be enrolled at least half  time, plan to continue art 
education at the four-year level and demonstrate �nancial need by 
completing the FAFSA. 
Additional Requirements: See the Art Department for 
application, deadlines and other required materials.

CaMpUs Police Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be in the Criminal Justice Program or Law 
Enforcement Academy Program, have a 2.75 GPA or higher and 
demonstrate �nancial need by completing the FAFSA. 
Additional Requirements: Submit a detailed essay describing 
why this scholarship is important to your educational goals.

CoMpUter-Based Electronic 
Technology Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be enrolled in the Computer-Based Electronics 
Technology Program, have a 3.0 GPA or higher and demonstrate 
�nancial need by completing the FAFSA.

Colorado Centennial 
Scholars Scholarship
Amount: Up to $1800 
Criteria: Must have 3.75 GPA or higher, be a Colorado resident, 
must not be in default on a federal student loan or owe a repayment 
on a federal grant and must meet all Colorado Commission on Higher 
Education admission requirements.

Diversity Grant
Amount: Up to $1000 
Additional Requirements: Contact Advising for application, 
deadlines and other required materials.

Dr. Karen Cline-Lane 
MeMorial Scholarship 
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be pursuing a certi�cate or degree de�ned by the ACC 
catalog, have a 3.0 GPA or higher, be a Colorado resident, have a high 
school diploma or GED, be enrolled in at least six credit hours and 
demonstrate �nancial need by completing the FAFSA. Preference will 
be given to students from economically disadvantaged backgrounds. 
Additional Requirements: Submit a narrative autobiography.

Dr. Martin LUther King Jr. Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours, be a Colorado 
resident, have a 3.0 GPA or higher (high school students must submit 
an of�cial transcript) and demonstrate �nancial need by completing 
the FAFSA. The recipient of  this scholarship will be recognized at the 
ACC Annual MLK Breakfast Celebration in January 2010. 
Additional Requirements: Must submit a detailed essay describing 
how Dr. King�s ideals and teachings have in�uenced your life. Include 
any community or volunteer activities that support your in�uences. 
Describe your educational and career goals. 

Ellie and Manny 
Greenberg Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours, be a Colorado 
resident, have a 3.0 GPA or higher and demonstrate �nancial need by 
completing the FAFSA. The recipient will be recognized at the ACC 
Annual MLK Breakfast Celebration in January 2010. 
Additional Requirements: Submit a detailed essay describing 
how Dr. King�s ideals and teachings in�uenced your life. Include any 
community or volunteer activities that support that in�uence. Describe 
your educational and career goals.  

First Generation Scholarship
Amount: Up to $1600 
Criteria: Must be a recent high school graduate, have a 2.25 high school 
GPA or higher, be a Colorado resident, neither parent has a bachelor�s 
degree, be a �rst time ACC student and demonstrate �nancial need by 
completing the FAFSA. 
Additional Requirements: Contact Pre-Enrollment Services/High 
School Relations for application, deadlines and other required materials.
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Freda T. Roof 
MeMorial Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be a Colorado resident pursuing a degree or 
certi�cate, have a 2.5 GPA or higher and demonstrate �nancial 
need by completing the FAFSA. 
Additional Requirements: Submit a detailed essay 
describing your �nancial need, educational and career goals, 
and how you would bene�t from this scholarship. 

The Follett Scholarship
Amount: Up to $1000 
Criteria: Must have a 3.0 GPA or higher and demonstrate 
�nancial need by completing the FAFSA. 
Additional Requirements: Submit a detailed essay 
describing your �nancial need, educational and career goals, 
and how you would bene�t from this scholarship. 

JUdith Ganschaw 
AccoUnting Scholarship
Amount: The scholarship will cover the tuition for one or 
more degree required accounting classes (after the COF stipend), 
fees and books as required by the instructor.  
Criteria: Must be a declared AAS degree candidate majoring 
in accounting, have earned an �A� in Accounting 121 and 122 
and in one other accounting course required for the AAS 
accounting major, and must be enrolled in any subsequent 
accounting course required for the AAS degree in accounting. 
Additional Requirements: Submit a letter of  
recommendation from an ACC accounting faculty member.

The KingdoM EnlightenMent 
Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be a recent graduate from a Colorado public 
high school, have a 2.5 GPA or higher, be enrolled in at least 
six credit hours and demonstrate �nancial need by completing 
the FAFSA. Full-time students preferred.

The Manis AnnUal 
NUrsing Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be a second year ACC student enrolled in the 
Nursing program, currently taking classes and have a GPA 
of  3.0 or higher. Preference will be given to students who 
demonstrate �nancial need by completing the FAFSA. 
Additional Requirements: Must submit a detailed essay 
describing your �nancial need, educational and career goals, 
and how you would bene�t from this scholarship. 

The Mark J. SMith Scholarship
Amount: Up to $2000 
Criteria: Must be enrolled in a Business related program, 
have a 3.0 GPA or higher and demonstrate �nancial need by 
completing the FAFSA. Preference will be given to students 
who were raised from a single family household. 
Additional Requirements: Must submit a detailed essay 
describing why this scholarship is important to your educational goals.

The Matthew J. Maypole 
MeMorial Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be enrolled in a Music, Arts, Social or 
Behavioral Science course, be a Colorado resident and 
have a 3.5 GPA or higher. 
Additional Requirements: Must submit a one- to 
two-page essay describing your personal or professional 
goals and how obtaining an education will lead you to 
accomplishing those goals.

The MUsic StUdent Scholarship
Amount: Up to $300 
Criteria: Must be taking at least 6 credit hours of  music 
classes, be enrolled in private lessons (MUS 142, 241, or 242), 
have taken at least one semester of  classes at ACC and have a 
3.0 GPA or higher.

President’s Scholarship
Amount: Up to $1600 
Criteria: Must have recently graduated from a Colorado 
high school with a cumulative high school GPA of  3.25 
or higher. No scholarship application necessary. 
Additional Requirements: Submit a Free ACC 
Application for Admission, Attach a copy of  your high 
school transcript. Contact Pre-Enrollment Services/High 
School Relations for more details.

Service Above Self-Centennial 
Rotary Scholarship
Amount: Up to $750 
Criteria: Must be a Colorado resident, have a 2.5 GPA 
or higher and have completed at least 12 credit hours of  
college-level academic classes.  
Additional Requirements: Must submit a detailed 
essay describing a community service project that could be 
implemented by the Centennial Rotary. The recipient is 
expected to participate in the project once chosen.

The ThoM Sorensen Scholarship
Amount: Up to $500 
Criteria: Must be enrolled as a part- or full-time student. 
Student must have passed PSY 101 at ACC with a �B� or better, 
have a 3.0 GPA or better for all PSY classes taken at ACC, 
and have a 2.5 overall GPA or better for all courses taken 
at ACC and must be enrolled in any psychology course. 
Additional Requirements: See Allison Hagood in Room 
M4885 for application, deadlines and other required materials.

The Western WelcoMe 
Week Scholarship
Amount: Up to $750 
Criteria: Must be enrolled in an Event Management 
course (credit or non-credit). See department chair for 
more information and application.
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ACC, in conjunction with 
donor permission, reserves 
the right to change or modify 
Scholarship criteria.
