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The Cybersecurity program prepares individuals to assess the security needs of computer and network systems, recommend
safeguard solutions, and manage the implementation and maintenance of security devices, systems, and procedures. Upon
successful completion of the program, students will have the needed background to prepare to take a number of industry
certifications in the field of cybersecurity. Examples include but not limited to: CompTIA Network+; CompTIA Security+;
CompTIA Linux +, MTA (Microsoft Technology Associate) and/or MCSA (Microsoft Certified Solutions Associate); and
CompTIA Advanced Security Practitioner (CASP).

The Cybersecurity Degree will be offered at the Collaboration Campus. ACC has a transfer articulation with CSU Pueblo,
under which students are guaranteed a junior standing with no more than 61 credits to meet the graduation requirements
for a bachelor degree in Computer Information Systems-Cybersecurity Concentration issued by CSU-Pueblo. In order to
achieve this, students must be dually enrolled at ACC and CSU-Pueblo during AAS coursework and work with an advisor for
correct course sequencing.
